to the Reformed Church in Lovettsville, Va. In 1918 he was a chaplain in
Pershing’s Army. While in France he was closely associated with Dr. Robert
F. Whiston, who was our guest speaker and supply pastor occasionally. The
Reverend Stonebraker was a frequent visitor in Quarryville. He retired from
the active ministry in August, 1929, due to a throat affliction resulting from

influenza and gas in World War I. He died in Florida in December, 1936.

At the congregational meeting in January, 1916, the Sunday School
reported an enrollment of 209 with an average attendance of 114.

Again the Reverend Boehm frequently supplied the pulpit and admin-
istered the sacrament of Holy Communion. The Reverend A. N. Stubble
bine preached on February 20, 1916, and the Reverend W. E. Krebs preached

on May 7. On Easter Sunday five new members were received into the

Church t)y Dr. H. M. J. Klein.
On June 18, 1916, the Reverend Howard Obold of Irwin, Pa., preached

a trial sermon, and a call was extended to him on July 30. He was installed
on November 5 by the Reverend A. T. G. Apple, who preached the sermon
and the Reverend Robert L. Bair, president of Lancaster Classis.

In 1916 the custom of holding union Thanksgiving services by the
Methodist and Reformed Churches was begun. These services are held either
on Than[{sgiving Day at 10:00 a. m. or at 7:30 p. m. the preceding evening.

No house being available in Quarryville, the Obold family moved into
the Mylin house in New Providence for one year. In spite of the large at-
tendance and crowded conditions in the Sunday School, it was deemed ex-
pedient to lay aside plans for a Sunday School room and to build a parsonage
at once. Land on Fourth Street, east of the W. L. Aument residence, do-
nated for that purpose by the Hon. W. U. Hensel, had been accepted in
January, 1915. The Consistory was now authorized to secure a loan of
$2.500 and the contract was awarded to H. Freelen Groff for $3.500. (The
change in building costs is evident when we consider that the cost of re-
building the parsonage chimney in 1951 was $567.74.) The bricklayers be-
gan work in April, 1917. The Ladies’ Aid Society assumed the responsibility
for the loan of $2,500. Each year they paid the interest. The Consistory
agreed to pay them $10 a month rent to help pay the interest and principa] of
the mortgage. The Aid Society not only financed the building of our par-
sonage but since has carried the burden of maintenance thereof.

The Ladies’ Aid Society was organized in 1892 and throughout its
history it has truly been an aid society. The members have worked faithfully
through the years to raise money to aid St. Paul's in its various projects and
activities. Today we think of the Aid Society as meeting one evening each
month and holding occasional benefits. For many years there were frequent
afternoon meetings and all-day meetings. Much sewing and quilting were
done. Besides additional sewing two quilts were completed in one day. If
it was necessary meetings were held once and sometimes twice a week to com-
plete the work on hand. In recognition of her faithful services, the Society
presented a gold thimble to Mrs. B. Frank Haverstick on her golden wedding
anniversary. That gold thimble and the fully equipped sewing bag that Mrs.
Haverstick carried to the Aid Society meetings are now owned by her grand-
daughter, Mrs. Martin H. Lefever.

In 1917 Pastor Obold conducted special Sunday evening Lenten
Services and evening services during Holy Week. On Easter he instituted
the custom of holding an Easter Dawn worstlip service. This custom con-
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
